The scholarship funds must be used towards classes and workshops in Crealdé’s painting and drawing program.
The funds for our scholarships are generously provided by private donors. In order for the School to continue
receiving the annual donation, the applicant is committing to utilizing the full scholarship amount by 12/31 of the
calendar year following the award notification.

e  The applicant must submit:

. Resume or list of Crealdé classes attended.

. Aletter of artistic intent.

. A statement of income demonstrating financial need.

. Minimum of five examples of original work.

. A signed agreement.

. A self-addressed envelope that is large enough, with sufficient postage, to mail back all applicant’s materials.
